Sidewalk Program Evaluation Criteria 
 

Background: We have decided to revisit the sidewalk evaluation criteria used 
to make award recommendations to the TAC and Board.  Staff 
drafted revised criteria and distributed these to TAC and Board 
members in August.  These criteria produced substantial 
discussion and suggestions at the September TAC meeting and 
more at the October meeting as well. Staff has revised again the 
proposed criteria based on TAC and Executive Committee 
comments.  The explanatory text from last month remains the 
same.  The attached table identifies each of the staff 
recommended criteria, accompanying narrative helping explain 
how the criteria will be used, and a suggested criteria weighting 
system. Strike through text is recommended for deletion and bold 
text is new or changed. 

Next Steps: TAC will discuss/refine the program recommendations and 
consider a recommendation to approve program changes to the 
Board.

FY2011 Town Highway Bridge Candidate Project List 
 

Issues CCMPO’s Town Highway Bridge Prioritization scores are due to 
VTrans on November 30, 2009. Critical bridge projects were 
identified and scored by staff with input from TAC members using 
CCMPO’s prioritization methodology. A full discussion of VTrans 
request for prioritization of town highway bridges is provided 
below.    

The attached Table 5-1 provides the preliminary project scoring 
results. Projects are listed from high score to low score. Ties 
between projects were broken using traffic volumes, with higher 
volume bridges receiving a higher rank. Map sheets showing the 
location of the bridges is also attached.  

Also included in the table is the VTrans rank of each project, 
excluding the bridges currently in VTrans program either in the 
Front of the Book or on the Development & Evaluation list. The 
ranks do not include local priorities, which accounts for 15 percent 
of the score. 

VTrans will be selecting 30 projects statewide for inclusion on the 
new Candidate list. It should be noted that the top eight Chittenden 
County projects range from rank 35 to rank 148. No Chittenden 
County project is currently in the statewide top 30 list according to 
VTrans ranking methodology.

Recommendation: 

Approve the Town Highway Bridge Prioritization, with changes if 
any, and forward it to the CCMPO Board of Directors. 

Background: 

 

VTrans is in the process of reevaluating the Town Highway Bridge 
Candidate project list in the Capital Program, and the process for 
developing that list. The current list (2010 Program) has 15 
projects, none of which are in Chittenden County.  
 
The Candidate list is the place where projects enter VTrans’ 
system. VTrans chooses projects from that list to proceed to design 
and construction.  
 
VTrans is asking CCMPO and the other RPCs in the state to 
provide up to eight town highway bridge projects per region for 
potential inclusion on the Candidate list. The projects will be 
prioritized by VTrans using their standard methodology. The 
VTrans methodology includes 15 points (out of 100) for regional 



priority. CCMPO will be applying our project prioritization 
methodology (see Attachment 5-2) and providing those scores for 
inclusion with VTrans’ scores to make up the total project scores. 
The new Candidate list will be developed from the highest scoring 
projects.   
 
VTrans maintains a list of all town highway bridges over 20 feet in 
length. The inventory includes the condition of the bridge. 
Attachment 5-3 lists all Chittenden County town highway bridges 
by rank order with the exception of the three bridges currently in 
VTrans’ program – Silver Street Bridge-Hinesburg, Mill Pond 
Road Bridge-Colchester and Quinlan Covered Bridge- Charlotte. 
The top eight bridges in rank order are as follows: 
 

 Huntington Bridge 28 over Jones Brook 

 Huntington Bridge 32 over Brush Brook 

 Huntington Bridge 30 over Brush Brook 

 Charlotte Bridge 31 over LaPlatte River 

 Huntington Bridge 10 over Huntington River 

 Jericho Bridge 15 over Mill Brook 

 Huntington Bridge 8 over Huntington River 

 Colchester Bridge 14 over Colchester Pond
